However, if a Code Enforcement Board, or Special Magistrate, finds the violation to be irreparable or irreversible in nature it may impose a fine not exceeding $5,000 per violation.

If the corrections required to eliminate these violations are not voluntarily completed by the time period specified herein, a Citation or Affidavit of Violation shall be issued.  
HEARING

All requests for hearings are heard by an attorney acting as a Code Enforcement Special Magistrate.  You will be responsible for providing evidence and producing documents and/or witnesses to establish your case.  The decision of the Special Magistrate shall be final, subject, however, to such remedy as an aggrieved party may have at law or in equity.
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
