Section 3. Restrictjons, Stipulations and Sateguards.  As used in the stipuiations
hereinafter set forth, e erm "Owner” shall refer to the owner or owners of the property
described in Section 2 and their successors and assigns. Upon recording ia the public records of
Sarasota County, these stipulations shall be covenants running with the land. The use of the
property described in Section 2 of this Ordinance, in addition to the applicable restrictions
imposed by the Zoning Ordinance, is hereby farther limited by and subject to the following
restrictions, stipulations and safeguards:

1. Development shall take place in substantial accordance with the Development Concept Plan,
dated Apri} 29, 2013, and artached hereto as Exhibit A", except as necessary to comply with the
stipuiatfons herein. This does not imply or confer any other deviations trom applicable zoning or
‘and development regutations, except as expressly listed in this rezoning ordinance and shown on
the Development Concept Plan,

2. The wetland and associated upland vegetative batter shall be maintained in accordance with
management guidelines contained within the Comprchensive Plan as a preserve and labeled a
preserve on all ptans. All activities including but not limited to filling, excavating, weil drilling,
altering vegetation (including trimming of both (rees and understory} and storing of materials
shall be prohibited within preservation areas, except where approved by Conservation &
Environmental Permitting through: 1) the Resource Management Plan for the project, or 2)
specific writien approval of hand removal of nuisance or exotic vegetation.

3. Minor impacts o on-site wetland resulting from unavoidable impacts necessitated by internal
parcel roadway and infrastructure requirements, may be allowed if deemed consistent with LDR
Envirenmental Technical Manual Section B.2. by Environmental Permitting.

4. The Master Surface Water Management Plan shall be consistent with the Hotiday Bayou
Basin Master Pian.

5. Al storm water treatment shall be open and above ground.
6. Ouldoor lighting fixtures shall not exceed 24 feet in height.

7. The proposed storm water treatment pond shall be set back a minimum of 25 feet from the
castern boundary.
