WHEREAS, Brian Lichterman, agent for ihe owner o f the hereinaflCT^de'siribcd'rcayfir^fiyi^ has filed 

Special Exception Petition No. 1690 requesting that a special exception be granted^ permit^Jutdbor storage, 

located approximately 3,800 feet south of South River Road and east o f Paul Morris Drive, Sarasota County, 

Florida, in a PID (Planned Industrial Dis t r ic t ) zone distr ict zone district; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission o f Sarasota County, afterdue public notice, did hold a public 

hearing on the 18, h day o f February, 2010. to consider said Special Exception Petition No 1690, and 

WHEREAS, the said Planning Commission did submit and report its findings and recommendations to 
this Board that said Special Exception Petition No. I690.be granted, and 

WHEREAS, this Board, after due public notice, did on the 27l h day of Apr i l , 2010, hold a public hairing 
to consider said special exception petition, the recommendation o f t he Planning Commission and all matters 
relevant to said petition. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board o f County Commissioners o f Sarasota County, 
Fionda, in public meeting assembled: 

A. This Board, after having considered the report o f the Planning Commission, the testimony o f t he 

applicant, evidence entered into the record, public comment on the petition and all things brought to its 

attention with regard to said Special Exception Petition No 1690 does make the following tindings: 

I The proposed use is consistent with the intent, goals, objectives, policies, guiding principles 
and programs of lhe Comprehensive Plan; 

2. Hie proposed use is compatible with the existing land use pattern and designated future uses; 

3. There are adequate public facilities available consistent with the level of service standards 
adopled in the Comprehensive Plan, and as defined and implemented through the Sarasota County 
Concurrency Management System Regulations, Chapter 94, Article VIJ o f Exhibit A o f the Sarasota County 
Code; 

4. The proposed use, singularly or in combination with other special exceptions, wi l l not be 

detrimental to the health, safety, morals, order, comfort, convenience, or appearance of the neighborhood or 

other adjacent uses by reason of any one or more o f lhe following: the number, area, location, height, 

orientation, intensity or relation to the neighborhood or other adjacent uses; 

5. The proposed use wi l l be adequately buffered to effectively separate traffic, visual impact and 
noise from existing or intended nearby uses; 

6. The subject parcel is adequate in shape and size lo accommodate the proposed use: 

The ingress and egress 10 the subject parcel and internal circulation wi l l not adversely afleel 
traffic f low, safetv or control.

used in the stipulations hereinafter set forth, the term "Owner" shall refer to the owner or owners of the 

property descnbed in Section B and their successors and assigns. Upon recording in the public records o f 

Sarasota County, these stipulations shall be covenants running with the land. 

1. Development shall lake place in substantial accordance with the Development Concept Plan, date-stamped 

November 4, 2009, and attached hereto as Exhibit " A ", except as necessary to comply with the 

stipulations herein. This does not imply or confer any variances from applicable zoning or land 

development regulations. 

2. The maximum height o f outside storage shall not exceed 25 feet above finished grade 

3. Outside storage shall be limited to a maximum of 200 enclosed containers. 

4. Outside storage shall occur only on paved areas as specifically depicted on Exhibit A. 

C. This Resolution shall lake effect immediately upon its adoption.
